M.A.403 Aircraft Defects
This rule takes not in to account real life of operating aircraft below 2730 kg not used in commercial ait transport in those cases where

a defect obviously hazards the flight safty; or

a defect obviously hazards not the flight safty

and its rectification is covered by tasks listed in the AMC to Appendix VIII. Traditionally investigation of defects have been carried out by e.g. experienced members of a club. We are concerned that with the rule defined in M.A.403 a larger part of the fleet will be grounded as in the past purely caused by a lake of certifying staff. This may be solved when NPA 2008-3 (ELA staff) will be in force.

For the meantime we suggest to modify M.A.403 in order to authorize Pilot-owner to decide, whether an aircraft defect hazards seriously the flight safety and therefore decide when and which rectification action shall be taken before further flight and which defect rectification can be deferred in those cases where the rectification is covered by tasks listed in the AMC to Appendix VIII and remain compliant with Part M Appendix VIII basic principles.

We believe that Airworthiness Review Certificate (ARC) is not used purely as a synonym for the Form 15 but as a synonym for any document fulfilling the function of an ARC and issued in accordance with Member Sates regulations. But discussion during the last weeks has shown that there is some misunderstanding. In cases where no document with the title ARC exits in a Member State or is combined with e.g. with the CoA it is argued that the rule doesn’t apply.

We suggest adding an AMC clarifying that

· AMC is used in the sense of the national counterpart to an ARC and not as an synonym for the Form 15; and

· it is the national counterpart of an ARC which can be re-issued or extended following procedures of the Member States regulations.

Different use of plural:

In the first paragraph its reads “Member Sates regulations” and in the second “Member State regulation”.

AMC to Appendix VIII 4. last sentence (p 435)

“may normally be covered by the maintenance programme” We believe it should read “may normally be covered by Pilot-Owner tasks”.
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
